HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents today as a followup from the MVA to discuss her CAT scan results as well as followup on physical therapy. She has had continued neck pain at this time.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, diabetes, dyslipidemia, kidney disease and anxiety.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy and right foot.

DRUG ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of ETOH or tobacco use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy. Limited range of motion with flexion and extension.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

BACK: No CVA tenderness. Painful range of motion to both knees with tenderness to the superior aspect of knees. Painful left lateral ankle and proximal dorsal foot with surgical scar on proximal dorsal foot from foot surgery.

ASSESSMENT: Cervicalgia, low back pain, sprain to both knees and left ankle and foot.

PLAN: Advised the patient to continue with physical therapy and we will have it set up for her. Discharged in stable condition. Advised to follow up as needed.
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
