HISTORY: This is a 62-year-old gentleman here with right leg pain. The patient states this has been going on for approximately two days. He indicated that sometime in late July, he had surgery on his knee and is concerned about a clot. He stated he came in because now his leg is red and feels painful. He states “the pain seems to be localized to the skin and not deep inside.”
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, in mild distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 97% at room air.

Blood pressure 124/88.

Pulse 91.
Respirations 18.
Temperature 98.6.

RIGHT LOWER EXTREMITY: Edematous with 2+ pitting edema, tenderness to calf, positive Homans sign and skin is hot to the touch, is erythematous.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

NEUROLOGIC: He is alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:

1. Cellulitis, right calf.

2. Leg pain.
PLAN: We performed an ultrasound of his lower extremity in order to check for clot. The ultrasound reveals no evidence of thrombosis. However, the patient reports that whenever he touches the skin the red part of the skin is very tender.
In the clinic today, the patient received the following: Rocephin 1 g IM. He was advised to remain in the clinic for approximately 20 minutes to relax and not to get up and move around too much. He was observed for approximately 20 to 25 minutes, then reevaluated. He indicated that his pain is much better. The patient was sent home with Septra DS ______ mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days. The patient was offered Motrin, but he declined, he states he does not want anything for pain.

He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none. Strongly encouraged to come back to the clinic if worse or go to the nearest emergency room.
