HISTORY: This is a 52-year-old gentleman here for followup for lab results.
The patient was recently seen on 09/17/2025. He presented to the clinic with painful urination, frequent urination, and some abdominal discomfort. He states he is doing better without medication and is here to review his results as he had requested to have STD laboratory work done (the patient has a history of MSM).
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient stated that he received a hepatitis B vaccination in May 2025.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, in no acute distress, obese gentleman.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 96% at room air.

Blood pressure 147/96.

Pulse 89.
Respirations 18.
Temperature 98.4.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
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ASSESSMENT:

1. Hepatitis B antibody reactive.
2. Recent hepatitis B vaccination.
PLAN: Prior to calling the patient in for a followup, a review of his chart does not reveal any recent vaccination. He was seen here on 04/16/2025, and had a hepatitis B test and at that time it was nonreactive. Review of his chart revealed no vaccination. However, the patient has brought records and showed that he did receive some vaccination in May 2025, and this reaction could be a direct response to vaccination and not necessarily disease. The patient was educated on this fact. He expressed understanding.
He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none.
