SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Teresa is a 56-year-old African American female who has been in treatment for schizophrenia. Currently maintained on fluphenazine 1 mg tablet and Benadryl 25 mg at bedtime p.r.n. The patient has been quite stable and appropriate. Today, she ask about that fluphenazine can cause any liver damage. I further discuss that I am not clear so far I have not seen but any Mason can cause anything. Therefore I would like to have a complete physical examination and check with her primary care physician to get a complete liver enzyme, lipid profile, CBC differential profile, and comprehensive metabolic profile to make sure that I get all information about her ongoing issues but I am not clear about the side effect I will look into that to which the patient agreed. The patient was in pleasant mood and brighter affect. No suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No auditory or visual hallucinations or any persecutory feeling. Judgment and insight is good. The patient has been working and compliance with the current treatment. She is asymptomatic.

ASSESSMENT: Schizophrenia chronic asymptomatic.

PLAN: Continue on fluphenazine 1 mg at bedtime and Benadryl 25 mg p.r.n. A 90-day supply was ordered. Followup appointment was given. The patient will be following as per need.
