SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Shalysa is a 36-year-old married Caucasian female has been in treatment for attention deficit hyperactive disorder. This morning after several calls she did not respond until in a second call. She indicates she was busy in the office meeting and when she came on the screen she was very happy and pleasant. She described today she cannot say she is very happy and has no complaints of her problem but she like to continue her medication. I discussed with her about the medications. She is taking Adderall 10 mg at noon and 20 mg in the morning. She denies any problem with the medications. She was alert, oriented, coherent, and logical. No suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No hallucinations or delusion. The patient described the medication make a more focus, attentive, less distraction, and she is more productive at work and having no complaint from supervisor.

ASSESSMENT: Attention deficit disorder and positive improvement with current medication.

PLAN: We will give Adderall 20 mg in the morning and 10 mg in the evening. A 30 day supply was ordered.
