Dear Mrs. Klumpp:
This is a followup for Rhonda with chronic kidney disease, hypertension and intermittent high calcium.  She is not aware of calcium or vitamin D supplementation.  Denies hospital visits.
Review of System:  I did an extensive review of system being negative.
Medications:  I want to highlight the only blood pressure low dose of amlodipine 2.5 mg, on antidepressants, a long list of supplements but no calcium or vitamin D.
Physical Examination:  Weight is down to 177.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs and cardiovascular normal.  No neck masses.  No ascites.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.  Last visit was a year ago.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries, calcium elevated 11.1.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal kidney function.  Normal albumin.  Phosphorus low side.  Mild degree of anemia.  Prior PTH is a year old, was not elevated.  Prior vitamin D125 was high.
Assessment and Plan:  Hypercalcemia not symptomatic, stable.  Normal kidney function.  Likely she has primary hyperparathyroidism.  Denies the use of calcium or vitamin D.   Next blood test in November.  Update PTH, vitamin D125 and urine calcium excretion.  She denies history of kidney stones.  Prior nuclear medicine scan no evidence of adenoma, no localization.  Minimal edema does not require treatment.  Other chemistries are stable.  Plan to see her back in a year.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
