Dear Mrs. Geitman:
This is a followup for Douglas with chronic kidney disease and history of kidney stones.  Last visit in March.  No abdominal back pain or urinary symptoms.
Review of Systems:  I did an extensive review of system besides some degree of insomnia from dreams is being negative.
Medications:  Only medications Protonix and allopurinol.  No inflammatory agents.
Physical Examination:  Present weight up to 286 and blood pressure 128/68 on the left-sided.  Very pleasant.  Alert and oriented x4.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  Obesity of the abdomen.  Minimal edema.  Right-sided knee replacement.  No edema on the left-sided.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries August, creatinine 1.61 one of his bests representing GFR 46 stage III.  Minor metabolic acidosis.  Normal sodium, potassium, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  Blood pressure in the office normal without medications.  Mild metabolic acidosis does not require treatment.  Normal nutrition.  No changes on diet for potassium.  No EPO treatment.  No phosphorus binders.  All chemistries are stable.  Come back in a year.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
