Dear Annu:
This is a followup for Mrs. Shippee with chronic kidney disease, hypertension and small kidneys.  Last visit in February.  No hospital visit.  Isolated upper respiratory symptoms.  No oxygen.  No respiratory distress.  No hospital.  She keeps herself very active doing homework, yard work and walking.
Review of Systems:  All review of system done being negative.
Medications:  I want to highlight the vitamin D125.  Takes no blood pressure medicine.
Physical Examination:  Weight is stable.  Blood pressure by nurse was running high at home 128/50.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites.  No edema.  Nonfocal.  Chronic deviation of the right eye to the lateral aspect.
Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine 1.5, which is baseline and GFR 38 stage IIIB.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Mild anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Continue present vitamin D125 for secondary hyperparathyroidism.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Monitor electrolytes, acid base, nutrition and calcium.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
