HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: It was raining today in school, so she was in a rush trying to get into the car, so mother was picking her up and she accidentally closed her left thumb in the door approximately 10 minutes ago and there is no bleeding to it at this time. It is very tender, the patient states, with limited range of motion due to pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Benign.
GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round, and reactive to light. Ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.

RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.

FOCUSED LEFT THUMB EXAM: Noted mild tenderness to palpation and mild erythema. No crepitus. Limited range of motion due to pain.
LABS: Testing in the office, we did a left thumb x-ray which shows no fracture.
ASSESSMENT: Left first digit contusion.

PLAN: Advised the patient to rest it and provided cleaning instructions and education on possible loss of nail as well as Celebrex for discomfort. The patient is discharged in stable condition. Advised to follow up as needed.
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
