


PROGRESS NOTE

CC: General followup.
HPI: A 79-year-old gentleman status post right BKA secondary to cellulitis with subsequent osteomyelitis and abscess development formation not receptive to IV antibiotic. His BKA was on 08/11 after admission on 08/01 to NRH. His orthopedist was Dr. Jeremiah Maupin and the patient has a followup appointment with Dr. Maupin or his associate on 09/17. He will have his staples removed and has transportation already in line. He will be taken there by family, most likely his sister. He denies any significant pain, is sleeping okay, appetite is good for him and he has been doing PT; telling me about standing exercises where he has to do eye-hand coordination things and realizes that what he is doing as well as with the floor staff is helping him to get develop confidence in his independence and able to get himself around with this change. Then, he talked at length about travel and how that may change for him and I encouraged him to still continue to do things as he has earned the time with plans to retire 08/2026.
DIAGNOSES: Unchanged from note on 09/12.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from note on 09/12.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient was alert, sitting in his wheelchair away from his bed. He just appeared more engaged and confident in his speaking than I have seen him since admission. Again, he denied any significant pain and that his appetite is slowly improving. He does have protein supplements that he is faithful about consuming and looks forward to PT.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 151/88, pulse 91, temperature 97.7, respirations 16, O2 sat 99% on room air and last weight on 09/10 was 178.1 pounds. I reviewed the patient’s hospital notes and on admission he weighed 168.8 pounds.
HEENT: Male pattern hair loss. EOMI. PERLA. Anicteric sclera. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa. He has facial hair by intent.
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NECK: Supple with clear carotids.

CARDIOVASCULAR: He has regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub or gallop. PMI nondisplaced.

RESPIRATORY: He had good respiratory effort. Lung fields were clear. No cough. Breath sounds to bases could be heard and no SOB with prolonged conversation.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Intact radial pulses. He has no lower extremity edema of his left leg and, on his right, he has a new dressing that was placed earlier today, so we will not remove that to look, but as close as I could get into the dressing, there is no palpable edema.

NEURO: Alert and oriented x3. Clear coherent speech. Affect appropriate to situation.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Status post right BKA on 08/11. He has an appointment on 09/17 with Dr. Jeremiah Maupin to remove staples and family will transport.
2. Change in mobility. He is engaged in PT and is happy with the things that he is starting to grow comfortable doing for himself.
