CC: Hunger.
HPI: A 68-year-old gentleman who politely came up this evening and stated that he just feels like he is not getting enough nutrition, he is just hungry a lot. He states that he goes to all three meals and consumes them. He also has protein drinks in his room that have been provided and he was reminded by the med-aide on his floor that he should drink those if he still feels hungry, he had no comment. The patient is obese, in a wheelchair that he propels himself around in and I told him that it may not be a bad thing for him to have lost some weight given not only his weight and mobility issues with the fact that he has significant lymphedema of his lower extremities right greater than left.
DIAGNOSES: Unchanged.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged.
DIET: Regular diet level 7 with thin liquid.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Alert and pleasant gentleman who politely asked for something to address his ongoing hunger.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 124/76, pulse 77, temperature 97.5, respirations 18, O2 sat 96% and current weight is 290.8 pounds, which the patient states is a weight loss from his previous weight of 302 pounds on 09/10.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: He had good neck and truncal stability in his manual wheelchair that he propelled using both his hands and feet and he was able to weight bear for being weighed.

NEURO: Alert and oriented x2, has to reference for date. Speech is clear, makes his needs known and understands given information.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Ongoing hunger with evident weight loss of 11.2 pounds in five days, so we will give the patient double portions for all his three meals. The patient also receives Pro-Stat 30 mL b.i.d. and has protein drinks in his room that family have supplied.
