CC: Followup on staple removal.

HPI: A 79-year-old gentleman status post right BKA on 08/11/25 is seen today. He is post staple removal from his orthopedist’s office in Norman. The patient states that his orthopedist was pleased with the overall results. There remained Steri-Strips in place. Apart from that, the patient states that he has no pain.
DIAGNOSES: Unchanged from previous note.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from previous note.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, sitting upright in his manual wheelchair. He is able to give information.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 118/51, pulse 85, temperature 98.3, respirations 16, and O2 sat 99%.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He propels his manual wheelchair without difficulty. His right stump is propped up on wheelchair attachment and the bottom part of the stump is clean and warm. There is some mild fluid accumulation as the patient has had his leg in a down position this afternoon and the incision site is fairly well healed. There is small amount of pinkness around certain areas that appear to be vascular in nature. No evidence of drainage.

NEURO: Alert and oriented x3. Clear coherent speech. He can voice his needs. He understands given information. The patient is an active, actually, professor of genetics and biology and the head of the premedical department at OU.
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
