HPI: A 92-year-old female who is status post hip fracture with ORIF and is now receiving PT. The patient is seated in the dining room upright in her manual wheelchair that she propels. When asked how she was feeling, the patient states that she was doing good. She is sleeping through the night. Her appetite is good. She is able to participate in PT. Pain is managed.
DIAGNOSES: Fracture of left femur shaft, acute post hemorrhagic anemia, COPD, CKD, osteoarthritis, generalized muscle weakness, HLD, depression, rheumatoid arthritis, GERD, HTN, and asthma.

MEDICATIONS: Oxycodone 5/325 mg one p.o. t.i.d., Protonix 20 mg a.m. and h.s., FeSO4 one tablet b.i.d., NaCl 1 g tablet one tablet b.i.d., Tums 500 mg two tablets q.12h., Remeron 7.5 mg h.s., trazodone 50 mg h.s., MiraLax q.d., tizanidine 2 mg h.s., prednisone 10 mg q.d., and Cymbalta 30 mg b.i.d. 
ALLERGIES: SULFA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Older female sitting upright in her manual wheelchair. She was alert and interactive.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 126/69, pulse 79, temperature 98.2, respirations 18, O2 sat 96%, and weight 132.4 pounds.

RESPIRATORY: She has a normal effort and rate. Decreased bibasilar breath sounds, but lung fields are relatively clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: She has regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has good neck and truncal stability in her manual wheelchair that she can propel short distances; otherwise, she is transported. No lower extremity edema.
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NEURO: She makes eye contact. Her speech is clear. She asked some basic questions and is able to give information regarding how she is feeling and how she is doing in PT. Affect is appropriate to situation. She is oriented to person and place. She has to reference for date. Speech is clear.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. The patient is status post left femur fracture and is having routine healing participating in PT with progress made and pain managed. 
2. COPD/asthma. Symptoms are well controlled with nebulizer treatment a.m. and h.s.
3. Pain management. Oxycodone 5 mg one tablet q. shift and the patient states that that is adequate for pain control if she needs anything additional, she asked for Tylenol which has not been needed to date.
