CC: Wound care.

HPI: A 71-year-old female seen in room. She was sitting up at bedside in her manual wheelchair watching television. She was in good spirits and cooperative to being seen. The patient is status post left AKA on 07/28/25 and states that in therapy she is working on learning to self transfer being mindful of positioning herself. She states that her pain is managed. She is sleeping good at night and her appetite is also good. She had no falls. The patient also has wounds that are receiving wound care via staff every third day.
DIAGNOSES: Left AKA 07/25/25 and right AKA 2023, peripheral vascular disease, hyperlipidemia, depression, hypothyroid, chronic pain syndrome, DM II, and HTN. The patient is actually having hypotension.

ALLERGIES: ASA, CODEINE, and OXYCODONE.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

DIET: Regular, pureed, and inconsistency.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient was sitting at bedside in her manual wheelchair. She was alert and engaging.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 111/63, pulse 61, temperature 97.9, respirations 18, O2 sat 100%, and weight 158.3 pounds.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. Decreased bibasilar breath sounds. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: She has regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has good neck and truncal stability in her manual wheelchair. She can propel her chair using her arms for short distances. Longer distances is transported.
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EXTREMITIES: Bilateral lower extremities with acquired amputations. The right stump is well healed and the left stump is covered with dressing due to open areas that are draining. 
NEURO: She makes eye contact. She is edentulous which affects speech, but is able to communicate her needs. She is also very hard of hearing. So, I have to talk quite loudly and she can give basic answers to what she understands. The patient is oriented x2. She has to reference for date. Affect is congruent to situation. She asked appropriate questions and understands the information given.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Left AKA 07/20/25. Wound care is provided to stump per directions of wound care physician. The patient states pain is managed and is receiving PT five times weekly and that will be for total of 30 days.

2. Hypertension. The patient has been having episodes of hypotension though she has a diagnosis of hypertension, but does not receive BP medications. The patient fortunately has been asymptomatic as she is bed or wheelchair bound and I have spoken with nurse about monitoring and then we will make decisions as to whether midodrine would be of benefit. We will follow up with the patient in one week. 
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
