This is an 85-year-old woman who is being certified for hospice today with hospice diagnosis of heart failure. She has a MAC of 23. She has a history of Alzheimer’s dementia as well as heart failure. She is short of breath at all times; shortness of breath gets worse with activity. She lives alone. She is separated. She has a PPS score of 40%. FAST score is 6D since she has a diagnosis of dementia. Her primary caregiver is Vicky who lives close by and is very involved in her care. Besides being short of breath, she is very forgetful, confused, oriented to place and person only. She gets very short of breath with any type of exertion. O2 saturation is 94% on room air with a normal blood pressure at this time. The patient is quite thin and debilitated. She also has a history of C1-C2 vertebral fracture, patella fracture, history of compression fracture, recurrent falls, atherosclerotic heart disease, hyperlipidemia, and anxiety disorder. The patient was recently discharged from nursing home to her home to be placed on hospice. The family has requested no more hospitalization and want the patient to be kept comfortable at home at this time. She most likely has less than six months to live given her current condition and health status.
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
