She lives with family member Tracy who helps her with all ADL. She has become very forgetful. She is eating less. She wants to be kept comfortable for the remainder of her days on this earth and does not want to go back and forth to the hospital. The patient’s O2 saturation was 94%. She requires oxygen at 2 liters at all times. The patient has bouts of incontinence of bowel and bladder and ADL dependency as I mentioned. She requires pain medication and anxiety medication because of her shortness of breath and air hunger issues. Given natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live. She also requires a nebulizer treatment around the clock with albuterol and ipratropium. She has a hard time carrying a conversation because of her shortness of breath. Her confusion has led to FAST score of 7C.
