3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Fatty liver disease, nonalcoholic.

5. Left lung 3 mm nodule.

6. Liver hemangiomas.

7. Celiac artery stenosis.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Heart stenting and hemorrhoidectomy.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married with one child. No smoking. No alcohol. No drug use. He works in an appliance store.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father died from kidney cancer. Mother died from heart disease. He has four brothers and three sisters who have hypertension.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Aspirin, atorvastatin, carvedilol, metformin, olmesartan hydrochlorothiazide, and Brilinta.

IMMUNIZATIONS: The patient received three shots of the COVID-19 gene editing therapy.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No headache. No chest pain. No shortness of breath. He does recent cough. No nausea. No vomiting. No heartburn. No abdominal pain. Nocturia x 2. No straining upon urination. He has complete bladder emptying. He does have dribbling positive. No leg swelling. All other systems are reviewed and are negative.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: As mentioned above.

HEENT: Pupils are round and reactive to light and accommodation. Injected conjunctivae. Nonicteric sclerae. No cervical lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruit bilaterally. No jugular venous distention bilaterally. Moist oral mucosa. No pharyngeal erythema noted.

Neck: Supple. No stiffness or rigidity.

Heart: Heart sounds are regular rate and rhythm. Normal S1 and S2. No murmurs heard. No friction rub heard.

Lungs: Clear to auscultation. No crackles or wheezes heard.

Abdomen: Soft. No hepatomegaly. No splenomegaly. No guarding, rebound, or rigidity.

Extremities: There is no edema in the lower extremities.

Skin: No skin rash noted.

Neuro: Nonfocal.

LABORATORY DATA: Investigations shows the following: From July 2025, his sodium 139, potassium 5.6, total CO2 25, BUN 24, creatinine 1.4, normal liver function test, EGFR 58.6 mL/min, and A1c 6.1.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN:
1. Chronic kidney disease stage IIIA. The patient has multiple risk factors for chronic kidney disease including hypertension, instrumentation and contrast exposure in the past. We are going to do a full renal workup including serologic workup, imaging studies, and quantification of proteinuria.

2. Coronary artery disease status post stenting.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Fatty liver disease.

5. Left lung 3 mm nodule needs followup.

6. Liver hemangioma.

7. Celiac artery stenosis.
