HISTORY: This is a 29-year-old gentleman here for surgical clearance. The patient stated that approximately two years ago he suffered an accidental fall and as a result he has been having right foot pain since, also indicated that he became paraplegic after that fall. He stated he is here to have clearance because he is about to have surgical repair of his right foot.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Seizures, paraplegic, and right foot pain.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Right foot repair twice.

MEDICATIONS: Gabapentin and Keppra.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies tobacco, alcohol, or drug use.

FAMILY HISTORY: Diabetes.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented. The patient is confined to wheelchair. He appears in no distress.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to mild obesity. No visible peristalsis. Normal bowel sounds. No guarding.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of the upper extremity; however, in lower extremity, there are no movements, decreased sensations. The patient is wearing a Cam walker on his right foot; walker is in good repair.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Surgical clearance.
2. Foot pain.
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PLAN: The following were done in the clinic today. Labs are drawn; CBC, CMP, PT, PTT and INR.

EKG was also done. EKG reveals normal sinus rhythm. No acute injury demonstrated.

The patient and I had a discussion about his physical exam and the fact that we will forward everything to the specialist. He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none.
