HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 26-year-old young lady comes in today for followup of:
1. Anxiety.

2. Postpartum depression.

3. Feels like she has thrush in her mouth when she was breast-feeding her baby.
4. Diarrhea off and on.

The patient is a 26-year-old young lady, had blood work done recently that was within normal limits. The patient has been on SSRI with no help, recently switched to Wellbutrin 75 mg once a day. She is doing quite well with that. She states that her husband, her in-laws that she lives with and everyone else has noticed that as well. She is much calmer. She feels like the sore throat is still there and she feels like she might have thrush even though there is not much in her mouth. She feels like the oral mucosa is more red and beefy. She is also having diarrhea related to her gallstones. She wants to know when to take the gallbladder out; she has been very reluctant to do that in the past.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has had some postpartum depression and anxiety, doing much better, not suicidal, not homicidal by any means.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Breast augmentation and facial surgery after an MVA.
MEDICATIONS: Wellbutrin non-SR 75 mg once a day.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Not related.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She lives with her husband and her family and feels like she has great support system.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 152 pounds, no significant change. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98.6. Respirations 18. Pulse 72. Blood pressure 127/73.

HEENT: Oral mucosa is slightly red and beefy looking.
NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.
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HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Diarrhea most likely related to gallbladder.

2. Try Cipro for seven days to see if there is any evidence of chronic cholecystitis.

3. Protonix 40 mg once a day.

4. Nystatin solution for the early/low-grade thrush.

5. We will continue with the Wellbutrin non-SR once a day and increase to twice a day.

6. Doing great with the Wellbutrin.

7. She is going to decide next month whether she wants to be referred to a general surgeon to have her gallbladder out.

8. Findings were discussed with the patient at length before leaving and was given ample time to ask questions.
