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The patient tells me that she was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in February 2024, the patient was in an obstacle course of physical training exercises.  The patient was doing that without protective gear.  The patient tells me that she fell to the ground five times during that day.  The patient tells me that she fell of the bars a few feet off the ground.  The patient hit the head.  She hit the back of the head.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  This has happened twice during the exercise that day.  The patient tells me that she fainted twice.  The patient when she woke up, patient has confusion, disorientation, dizziness, and severe head pain.  The patient tunneling vision, nausea, and vomiting symptoms.  The patient tells me that she has severe head pain, confusion, and disorientation for the next several days.  The patient was nauseous for the next several days.
Since the event, the patient has fainted at least four more times.  The patient has constant headache every day.  The patient has nausea three times a week.  The patient has dizziness and lightheadedness.  The patient was seeing auras.  The patient has migraine with visual auras.  The patient has poor memory.  The patient difficult to remember her task duties.  The patient has difficulty sleeping at night.  The patient has trouble falling asleep.

The patient is currently working for the air force.  The patient is currently cleaning dormitory.  She tells me that she is not able to do her previous duties of emergency action controller because she has chronic headache, poor memory, blacking out and fainting episodes.  She tells me that these symptoms are significantly affecting her job.  She is not able to do emergency action controller because of the symptoms.  She is assigned to clean dormitories now.
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
