The patient is seen for a followup. He states he was better for a couple of days, but now with cough slightly productive. He also complains of shaky hands and cramps, thinks it is Biaxin maybe, not using albuterol inhaler, to get albuterol per nebulizer.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Decreased sleep for one week; he states he has an overactive mind.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Few scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Insomnia and bronchitis.
PLAN: The patient was not able to get Advair per insurance, given Breo Ellipta 25/200 mcg to use daily, also to get albuterol nebulizer filled “even if he has to pay cash.” Use nebulizer with albuterol inhaler. He states he has some old ones that he has found. Given Rocephin and dexamethasone shots again requested and also given Z-PAK and Medrol requested again. Follow up as needed with PCP and here if necessary.
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
