1. The patient will be started on Mounjaro 2.5 mg subcutaneously weekly x4.

2. Crestor 20 mg once a day.
3. She also has symptoms of reflux. We will add Prilosec 20 mg over-the-counter.
4. Vitamin D added one tablet a day daily.
5. She also states over the phone after I called her that the propranolol may be making her nauseous, I told her to stop taking it, check blood pressure off of it. Her blood pressure has been very well controlled with it.
6. Imitrex is helping her headache.
7. Follow up in one month.
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
