CC: Routine followup.
HPI: A 79-year-old gentleman status post right BKA, seen in room today. He is in good spirits. He is a professor of biology and genetics at OU and the head of the premed program as well. So, he is familiar with medical terms. The patient states that he is feeling good, sleeping through the night. His appetite is good. He does not like food served. He has family bring food for him on occasion. He has continued to keep busy with his OU responsibilities and is in contact with friends and family routinely. The patient states he is doing PT and feels like he is doing good. He would like to be able to do it twice a day, but understands it is only once a day. He is in a manual wheelchair that he propels without difficulty. He self-transfers. Discussed pain once again and he states that he rarely has that. We talked about phantom limb pain and he states that he really has not had any to speak of.
DIAGNOSES: To review, diagnoses are: Right BKA; surgery was 08/13/2025, CKD, generalized muscle weakness, HLD, HTN, heart valve replacement, protein-calorie malnutrition supplemented with protein drinks.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from previous note.

ALLERGIES: DICLOXACILLIN.
CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, in good spirits and engaging.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/58, pulse 81, temperature 98.6, respirations 16, and O2 sat 97%.

HEENT: Conjunctiva clear. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa. Male pattern hair loss.
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RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Clear lung fields. No cough. Symmetric excursion. No noted SOB with conversation or movement.

CARDIAC: He has a regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: His right BKA stump is with minimal edema and surgical scar continues to heal well. There remained Steri-Strips in place with staples taken out on 09/17/2025.

NEURO: Alert and oriented x3. Clear coherent speech, engaging, understands given information and affect congruent with situation.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Status post right BKA 08/13/2025. Surgical scar is healing appropriately. Some Steri-Strips remain in place and he generally keeps it covered and stump is without any significant edema.

2. Generalized weakness that is much improved. He propels himself around his manual wheelchair, self-transfers and does some of his own exercises in the room, but it does not involve standing or trying to walk.
3. Hypoproteinemia. T-protein and ALB recently checked are 5.1 and 2.9. The patient was encouraged to get protein drinks which family has provided.
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
