CC: MRI review.
HPI: A 79-year-old female who had an MRI done through Dr. Todd Clapp’s office. The results were sent to my office and they are reviewed today. The patient’s POA Lacy Kelly stated that they were told through Dr. Clapp’s office that she needed thiamine or B1 infusion and it was left at that. So, she has turned to me to see what needs to be done. I have called her and left a voicemail and hopefully she will return. So, the MRI results show severe mammillary body atrophy that can be seen with thiamine deficiency, mild generalized cerebellar and cerebral volume loss, mild chronic microvascular changes and no acute intracranial abnormality. The first thing, this mammillary body atrophy is what can be seen with thiamine deficiency; the remainder of the changes happen as a natural part of aging. At this point, there is no B1 level that I am aware of. So, I will have one drawn here in the facility. I went to speak with the patient regarding the blood work that would be done. I think she is out with her POA or church members. Overall, the patient is compliant with care. She is very patient with her husband. Since she has been here, we have not seen any behavioral issues or behaviors that are of concern. Her personal care is done daily and she remains independent and whenever I have gone to see her, she is cooperative and able to give information to a certain degree. She had an MMSE done on admit and the score was 20 which rates as mild cognitive impairment.
DIAGNOSES: Due to recent MRI, severe mammillary body atrophy and as cited above, atrial fibrillation on anticoagulant, HLD, HTN, peripheral neuropathy, seasonal allergies, and constipation.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 09/01/25 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.
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CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and pleasant. She is cooperative to care. She can voice her needs. She again is very patient with her husband who tends to stay at her side and is dependent on her though she does allow staff to intervene and assist in his care.
NEURO: She is alert, oriented x 2 to 3, often will have to ask for the date. Her speech is clear. She understands given information, asks appropriate questions. She does have evidence of short and long-term memory deficits. Affect at times can be blunted or appears anxious when she cannot answer. In general, she is compliant with medications and the schedule of the facility. She has been patient with her husband. There has not been any evidence of outbursts or agitation on her part because of him constantly wanting to be with her.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: MRI on 09/17/25 that shows severe mammillary body atrophy that is seen with thiamine deficiency and then mild generalized cerebellar and cerebral volume loss and mild chronic microvascular changes with no acute intracranial abnormality. The latter two changes are seen as a normal part of aging with the first seen strictly in thiamine deficiency. I am ordering a thiamine level. Based on that, then we will determine what type replacement has to occur.
