CC: Dental pain.

HPI: A 67-year-old female who would want to see me. The nurse stated that she had complained of a toothache. When I saw the patient and was more specific with her. It turns out that the pain is on the right side upper jaw toward the back. She denied any eating anything that was hard or that she might have injured her gum or remaining teeth on. She denied any bleeding and I asked about her dental care and she told me that she did brush her teeth, but that was questionable and then she has not had any dental care in years. Then I was able to get a light and with the nurse’s help looked into her oral cavity.
DIAGNOSES: Status post CVA, anxiety disorder with depression, allergic rhinitis, anemia, senile debility, generalized muscle weakness, HTN, gait instability requires a wheelchair, chronic pain syndrome, GERD, and HLD.

MEDICATIONS: No change since initial note.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE.
CODE STATUS: Full code.

DIET: NAS regular texture with thin consistency liquids.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 137/66, pulse 65, temperature 97.0, respirations 16, O2 sat 93%, FSBS 118 and weight not available.

HEENT: EOMI. PERRLA. Nares patent. Slightly dry oral mucosa.

NECK: Supple with clear carotids. Oropharynx: The patient is primarily edentulous. She does have two brownstones in the right upper jaw that are molars removed from each other by about a tooth. The gum is mildly edematous surrounded. No redness and nontender to external palpation of the area, but clear dental caries; otherwise, she had another two stumps on the bottom of her jaw.
