CHIEF COMPLAINT: This patient is a 66-year-old African American male who complain of left-sided chest pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 66-year-old male who has been having chest pain approximately two weeks earlier. Pain is described as burning pressure. It is left-sided it is nonradiating. Pain is rated 5-6/10. It typically last for three to four minutes. He has had no associated factors. Specifically, he has had no nausea, vomiting, or shortness of breath.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Cerebral palsy.

2. Costochondritis.

3. Obesity.

4. Hypertension.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Gastric bypass.

2. Back surgery.

3. Hand and toe surgery.

MEDICATIONS:

1. Norco 7.5/325 mg every 8 to 12 hours p.r.n.

2. Wegovy 0.5 mg/0.5 mL weekly.

3. Tylenol 500 mg p.r.n.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother had colon cancer. Father is alive and well and grumpy. There is no additional family history.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He denies cigarette smoking, alcohol, or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: He reports some weight loss from 294 pounds down to 277 pounds.

Skin: He reports color changes on his hands.

Eyes: He wears glasses. Oral Cavity: He reports bleeding gums.

Respiratory: He has cough and dyspnea.
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Cardiac: As per HPI. In addition, he reports palpitation.

Genitourinary: He has frequency of urination.

Neurologic: He has history of cerebral palsy.

Review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 136/63, pulse 75, respiratory rate 20, height 72 inches, and weight 277.2 pounds.

Oral Cavity: He has poor dentition. The anterior chest valve reveals evidence of keloid formation. The back reveals a well-healed scar.

Neurologic: He has right hand paralysis. He has left facial weakness.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm 77 bpm and is otherwise unremarkable.

IMPRESSION: This is a 66-year-old male with chest pain. Etiology of chest pain not clear. He has history of hypertension. He has history of cerebral palsy. He has left facial weakness etiology not clear.

PLAN: Echocardiogram followed by Lexiscan. I will see him in six weeks.
