FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION

Mr. Butler is currently in his _________ certification period. This face-to-face will be shared with the hospice medical director and the patient was seen for the purpose of face-to-face today, this afternoon at 1:40 p.m. on 09/26/2025.
This is a 73-year-old gentleman, currently on hospice with COPD, hypertension, and history of tobacco abuse. He continues to smoke. He is on nebulizer treatment at least six to seven times a day, he uses Trelegy; when he is able, he uses his nebulizer, but when it is too hot, he uses his albuterol inhaler. He gets very short of breath with walking. He has O2 available. At rest and most of the time, his O2 is stable, but it drops when he walks. He also has a history of pulmonary hypertension, protein-calorie malnutrition, cor pulmonale, bouts of bowel and bladder incontinence, and ADL dependency. The patient weighs 134 pounds, down from 140 pounds. He would like to take something to increase his appetite. I explained to him that some of the weight loss is inevitable because of his COPD. He also has Tylenol No. 3 for pain which is no longer working, he states; he takes two at a time. This will be further discussed and brought to the hospice medical director regarding medication changes. He is more short of breath. He has issues with air hunger, increased anxiety, difficulty sleeping. He has to sleep popped up and, despite these maneuvers, continues to show worsening signs of COPD and shortness of breath. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
