The patient is seen with history of fever up to 102 today with questionable decreased urination per mother still, sometimes incontinent; not sure, questionable sore throat and congestion as well without complaints.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: 1+ pharyngeal erythema. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient had routine testing including strep, flu and COVID. Attempted to obtain a urine specimen, but the child was unable to void; given urine cup to collect urine at home and bring back if possible.

FINAL IMPRESSION: Fever, possible urinary tract infection; mother worried, viral upper respiratory infection probable etiology.
PLAN: The patient was treated with observation, temperature precautions. If continues without urination, they have to go to the emergency room for potential dehydration or other problems. To follow up on Monday with urine and see pediatrician and here if necessary.
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
