HISTORY: This is a 51-year-old gentleman here for followup.

The patient was recently seen for heel pain. He was diagnosed with heel spur on 09/13/2025. He is here followup. He stated that the heel pain is doing much better with the medication and inserts. However, he states at work by the end of the day he is in so much pain he can barely bear weight. He states first it was really bad when he wakes up in the morning, but after taking medication and inserts says he is doing better, but states he is on his feet a lot and noticed pain by the end of his shift in the evening.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies trauma. Denies nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. Denies chills or myalgia. The patient reports cough. The cough is productive with green sputum. He reports body aches. He indicated that he was exposed to a family member who was sick with similar symptoms (The patient decline COVID test.)
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, in mild distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 160/97.
Pulse 88.
Respirations 18.
Temperature 97.1.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Poor inspiratory and expiratory effort. The patient goes into cough fit with deep inspiration.
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FEET: No edema. No erythema. Tenderness on the plantar surface of his left foot. No fluctuance.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Cough.
2. Bronchitis.

3. Heel spur.
PLAN: The patient was given a consultation to a foot specialist as he said the stuff he has taken helps a little, but by the end of the day he is crippled.

The patient was sent home with the following medications:

1. Zithromax 250 mg two p.o. now one p.o. daily until gone #6.

2. Tessalon 100 mg one p.o. t.i.d. for 10 days #30 no refills.
The patient was advised to continue medication for his heel pain and to call the podiatrist if he does not hear from them within two days. He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none.
