HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 29-year-old young lady with history of asthma, bipolar disorder, comes in with symptoms of urinary tract infection, had a similar episode a couple of months ago; she did not take medications for in the past.
She took over-the-counter medication that made her urine orange, but did not help with the symptoms of UTI.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: She has had two C-sections. She has had laparoscopic surgery for endometriosis, elbow surgery, tonsils, and gallbladder surgery in the past.

MEDICATIONS: Lamotrigine 150 mg once a day, Vyvanse 10 mg a day, and Vraylar 1.5 mg a day.
ALLERGIES: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: She does not know much about her mother’s history, but father died of coronary artery disease.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She does not smoke. She does not drink on regular basis. She has used THC in the past.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: UTI symptoms, dysuria, minimal back pain. No nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, or hematochezia, No fever or chills, No symptoms of pyelonephritis.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Afebrile. Respirations 18. Pulse 92. Blood pressure 110/68.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

SKIN: No rash.
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A UA shows leukocytes and blood.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. UTI.
2. On Pyridium.

3. Add Macrobid 100 mg b.i.d.
4. Bipolar disorder, doing well, under the care of a psychiatrist for the past year and half.

5. Not suicidal.
6. Not homicidal.

7. No change in medication.

8. History of endometriosis.

9. Status post C-section x 2.

10. Status post tonsillectomy.

11. Findings were discussed with the patient. The patient will come back at a later date for ultrasound of her kidneys.
