CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 66-year-old African American female, complained of chest pain and syncope.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 66-year-old female who reports episodic passing out over the last month. The patient began blacking out approximately one month ago. She has underlying seizure disorder. She was seen at Summit Hospital and was told that she apparently has brain damage. The patient further reports symptoms of chest pain. Chest pain is nonspecific.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.

2. Hypercholesterolemia.

3. Anxiety.

4. CVA.

5. Chronic kidney disease.

6. Seizure disorder.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. C-section.

2. Chronic pain for which she receives injections.

MEDICATIONS:

1. Amlodipine 10 mg one daily.

2. Atenolol 25 mg half daily.

3. Losartan 10 mg one daily.

4. Lipitor 10 mg one daily.

5. Norco 10/325 mg, take two to three daily p.r.n.

6. Dexilant 60 mg one daily.

7. Cymbalta one daily.

8. Diazepam p.r.n.

ALLERGIES: SULFA results in anaphylaxis and rash and PENICILLIN results in anaphylaxis. She is allergic to SHELLFISH. She is further allergic to BEE STINGS.
FAMILY HISTORY: Father had an enlarged heart. Mother and sister had diabetes. A sister had epilepsy.
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SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient reports marijuana use, further reports alcohol use, but denies any street drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: She has had weight loss from 160 pounds to 147 pounds. She has had loss in appetite.

Skin: She has had moles on her chest and a black discoloration on her right wrist.

Head: She has had facial trauma.
Eyes: She wears glasses. She has history of glaucoma. She has had cataract surgery.
Ears: She has deafness.
Oral Cavity: She has dentures.

Neck: She had suffered a whiplash injury.

Cardiac: She has chest pain, edema, and palpitations.

Gastrointestinal: She has history of acid reflux and constipation.

Genitourinary: She has history of kidney failure.

Obstetric: She has had a tubal pregnancy. She has had four miscarriages.

Musculoskeletal: She has had neck and face pain.

Psychiatric: She has depression and insomnia. She does have history of street drug use. She has history of trauma and was beaten up by a boyfriend a year ago.

Review of systems otherwise is unremarkable.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 132/82, pulse 63, respiratory rate 20, height 64 inches, and weight 147 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: EKG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 60 bpm. There is evidence of right ventricular hypertrophy.

IMPRESSION:

1. This is a 66-year-old female with hypertension.

2. Hypercholesterolemia.

3. Chronic kidney disease.

4. History of CVA.

5. History of syncope. The etiology of her syncope is not clear, not as chest pain. We will proceed with echocardiogram and nuclear stress test. I will see her in followup in six weeks.
