Dear Dr. Laynes:

This is a followup for Joe with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in March.  Persistent cough clear to green sputum no bleeding.  No respiratory distress.  No oxygen.  Exposed to methotrexate.  High resolution CT scan no interstitial lung disease.  No abnormalities.  Prior echo apparently also negative.  Pulmonary function test is pending.  No oxygen.  No orthopnea or PND.  Well controlled medications for reflux.  Has aortic systolic murmur followed with cardiology Dr. Krepostman stable overtime.  Underlying hemochromatosis incidental questions solid liver mass.  Follow University of Michigan upcoming new MRI.
Review of Systems:  Otherwise is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight beta-blockers, diuretics, potassium sparing diuretics and new medication Symbicort.
Physical Examination:  No respiratory distress.  Alert and oriented x4.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  Has an aortic systolic murmur.  No gross ascites.  Minor edema and varicose veins.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries, creatinine 1.39, which is baseline or improved for a GFR 41 stage IIIB.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable.  No progression.  No indication for dialysis.  No need to change diet for potassium.  Normal acid base.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  No need for phosphorus binders, which is less than 4.8.  Anemia no EPO treatment.  Large red blood cells probably from the exposure to methotrexate.  Follow with cardiology lung specialist from chronic cough.  I have not seen the results of the echo but apparently negative.  I reviewed the CT scan report.  Upcoming MRI of the liver fore that question solid mass.  All issues discussed with the patient.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
