Dear Dr. Kissoondial:

This is a followup for Mr. Jackson with diabetic nephropathy, chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in March.  Chronic dyspnea.  Pulmonary function test apparently done okay.  Denies the use of oxygen or CPAP machine.  Denies major cough or sputum production.  No orthopnea or PND.  No nausea, vomiting, bowel or urinary problems.  No chest pain, palpitation or syncope.
Review of Systems:  Done.  Does not check blood pressure at home, in the office apparently okay.  A1c 6.7.  Stable edema.  No claudication symptoms.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Diuretics, losartan, metoprolol and potassium.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure by nurse high I checked it 132/52 on the left-sided.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  Some irregularity on the heart rate, but bradycardia at 48.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No ascites, tenderness or masses.  There is edema bilateral although worse on the right.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries are from March this needs to be updated.  Creatinine at that time was 1.45 and GFR 52 stage III.  At that time elevated bicarbonate.  Normal sodium, potassium, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No gross anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III likely diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Blood test needs to be updated.  Kidney ultrasound normal size without obstruction.  No urinary retention.  There has been no need for EPO treatment, phosphorus binders or change diet for potassium or bicarbonate.  Tolerating ARB losartan among others.  We will see what the new blood shows.  Follow up in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
