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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in July 2013, in Hawaii.  The patient was trying to get on to a boat.  As he was getting onto a boat there was a big wave, the patient suddenly lost his footing and fell 5-foot onto the boat.  He hit his head on the door hinge.  The patient hit the top of the head.  The patient immediate had severe head pain, confusion and disorientation.  The patient was dizzy seeing stars.  The patient was very off balance.  The patient needed to go to the medical facility and get stitches.  He was bleeding out of his head.  The patient felt severe head pain off balance, dizziness, and confusion for the next several days.
Since this event, the patient has constant forgetfulness.  His memory has become very poor.  He has headaches.  The patient has nausea symptoms.  The patient has balance difficulties.  The patient has insomnia symptoms.  The patient has difficult sleeping.
The patient is currently working as a safety risk and compliance manager for the Alameda County.  The patient tells me that his memory significantly affecting his work.  The patient is not able to remember his task duties.  The patient needs to write down everything.  His headaches affecting his concentration.  The patient is not able to focus at work because of the headaches.  The patient also gets very nauseous at work because of the headaches.  The patient also difficulty balance at work.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  It was in July 2013.  The patient was in Hawaii.  The patient was trying to get on a boat suddenly there was a big wave, and he lost his footing, and he felt 5-foot onto the boat.  He hit the top of the head onto the boat door hinge.  The patient immediately had severe head pain.  He was bleeding from the top of the head.  The patient gets confusion and disorientation for several days.  The patient was off balance three days after this.  The patient needed to go to medical and get staples.  Since this event, the patient had significant headache and forgetfulness.  The patient has headaches almost every day.  The patient has constant forgetfulness.  His memory is very poor.  The patient has difficulty to remember his task duties.  The patient also has insomnia symptoms.  It is my opinion that the poor memory, headache, insomnia symptoms are all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.
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
