Dear Mr. Flegel:

This is a followup for Mr. Mogielski with chronic kidney disease probably hypertension.  Last visit a year ago.  Comes accompanied with wife.  No hospital visit.  Tall and large obese person.  Uses a cane, no falling episode.  He is trying to eat healthy.  Losing some weight.  Being more physically active.  Has not required any oxygen or CPAP machine.
Review of Systems:  I did an extensive review, the only thing positive will be minor nocturia and no incontinence.
Medications:  I want to highlight the lisinopril and HCTZ.
Physical Examination:  Present blood pressure 120/56 on the right-sided.  COPD abnormalities distant clear.  No respiratory distress.  Premature beats.  No pericardial rub.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No tenderness.  Minimal edema.  Nonfocal.  Prior right hip replacement.
Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine 1.19 still close to baseline and GFR probably in the upper 50s.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III or improved.  No progression.  No symptoms.  Prior urine sample no proteinuria.  No anemia.  As indicated above all chemistries are stable.  Blood pressure in the office is stable.  Continue weight reduction, physical activity, eating right and low sodium.  Come back in a year.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
