Dear Angie:

This is a followup for Mrs. Harless with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in March.  She did not tolerate breast cancer treatment with target therapy Verzenio, but remains on anastrozole.
Review of Systems:  I did an extensive review of system presently being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed blood pressure losartan and anticoagulated Eliquis.  No antiinflammatory agents.
Physical Examination:  Weight 227 and blood pressure by nurse 117/86.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  Overweight of the abdomen.  No tenderness.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.  A little bit anxious.
Labs:  Chemistries September, anemia 12.7, creatinine 1.55 which is baseline representing a GFR 36 stage IIIB.  There is new high calcium.  We will see if it is persistent.  Normal electrolytes, acid base and albumin.  Liver function test is not elevated.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  Blood pressure fair in the office, needs to be checked at home.  Continue same dose of losartan.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No metabolic acidosis.  No need for phosphorus binders.  The new calcium will see if it is a persistent change.  We will add PTH on the next blood test.  She does take similar dose of calcium and vitamin D through the years not a higher dose.  Has a history of breast cancer, but at this moment nothing to suggest metastatic disease.  We will keep an eye on the calcium and workup.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
