CHIEF COMPLAINT: Left upper extremity edema.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is an 85-year-old female with a history of hypertension, morbid obesity, and chronic lymphedema, who presented to the hospital with a headache and lightheadedness. Her blood pressure was elevated. MRI revealed a meningioma. She was admitted to this facility for rehabilitation. The patient is seen today and is noted to have swelling in her left side, left upper extremity. She denies any chest pain or shortness of breath. Blood pressure is controlled. 
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: From the previous notes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.

DIAGNOSTICS: Reviewed.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 137/74, pulse 66, respirations 14, temperature 97.1, and O2 saturation 97% on room air.

GENERAL: The patient is alert, lying in the bed, in no acute distress.

HEENT: Sclerae clear. Moist mucous membranes.

NECK: Trachea midline. 

CARDIOVASCULAR: S1 and S2, rhythm regular.

PULMONARY: Without use of accessory muscles. Rhonchi heard bilaterally.

ABDOMEN: Soft, rounded. 

EXTREMITIES: Warm. She has edema to her left upper extremity.
SKIN: Warm and dry.

PSYCHIATRIC: Unable to assess.

NEUROLOGIC: Moves all extremities.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Left upper extremity edema. We will do venous Doppler.
2. Hypertension. Continue losartan.
3. Hyperlipidemia. Continue atorvastatin 40 mg daily.

4. CAD, on aspirin and statin.
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
