HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 76-year-old male with a history of chronic pain, sickle cell disease, multiple joint AVN, heart failure with preserved EF, atrial fibrillation, chronic kidney disease, who presented to hospital with vaso-occlusive crisis. His pain was controlled with Dilaudid. He was admitted to this facility for rehabilitation. The patient complains of sinus congestion. He had been on Flonase. He complains of increased ear pressure. Hearing is normal. Denies any fever, chills, nausea, or vomiting.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: From previous note.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.

DIAGNOSTICS: Reviewed.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems are reviewed and are negative except for what is described in HPI.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 144/50, pulse 76, respirations 20, temperature 97.9, and O2 saturation 99% on room air. 

GENERAL: The patient is alert, sitting up at the edge of bed, in no distress.

HEENT: Sclerae clear. Moist mucous membranes.

NECK: Trachea midline. No JVD.
CARDIOVASCULAR: S1 and S2. Rhythm regular.
PULMONARY: Lungs are clear bilaterally, diminished at the bases.

ABDOMEN: Soft, rounded.

EXTREMITIES: Warm. Mild edema present.
SKIN: Warm and dry.

PSYCHIATRIC: Unable to assess.

NEUROLOGIC: Grossly intact.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Allergies. We will start him on Claritin. The patient does not want Mucinex.

2. Tooth pain, on Dilaudid. No excessive drowsiness.
3. Atrial fibrillation. We will continue Eliquis. Rate controlled on Coreg.

4. Sickle cell disease, on Dilaudid as needed.

5. CHF. We will continue Coreg and torsemide.
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
