CC: Lab review.

HPI: An 85-year-old female who I observed in the day room while others were playing bingo she was seated quietly one of the staff was helping her, but the patient could not keep up and was just looking around smiling but not tracking what was going on at dinner. She sits with her same female friends and they appear to enjoy themselves. Her husband Alan did come to visit her briefly at dinner and left before she was back to her room. He was ill and hospitalized for some time with COVID and COVID related pneumonia. He looks quite frail and when I saw him last week I told him that I hope he is giving himself time to rest.

DIAGNOSES: Severe Alzheimer’s disease, MMSE 5/30, BPSD, agitation and anxiety appear to be more subdued, word apraxia, significant difficulty with word finding and sense formation. Her speech is generally incoherent, insomnia, and recurrent UTIs.

MEDICATIONS: Wellbutrin XL 150 mg q.d., melatonin 10 mg h.s., and BuSpar 5 mg b.i.d.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Pleasant older female seated in her manual wheelchair and just randomly looking about later she was in activities at bingo and just watching what was going on, one of the staff were trying to help her but she could not track.

NEURO: The patient is alert. She likes being out in the community and she looks around. She does have some female residents that she spends time around. Her speech is random and out of context. She has significant word finding and sense formation difficulty. Her speech is becoming more garbled, but she always seems to be in good spirits.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She propels her manual wheelchair without difficulty and trace lower extremity edema. Arms move in a normal range of motion. She has good grip strength.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Severe Alzheimer’s disease that continues to progress with no significant behavioral issues. She requires redirection and assist for 5/6 ADLs and communication is difficult for the patient staff have learned kind of how to read what is going on with her. Husband continues to visit some level of denial continues.

2. CMP review. T-protein and ALB are quite good at 6.3 and 4.0. Continue with diet as is.

3. Remainder of CMP all values are WNL.

4. CBC review. H&H WNL. No need for intervention on her labs.
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
