CC: Lab review.

HPI: An 81-year-old gentleman seen in the dining room he was very notable. He is well developed and nourished gentleman seated in his manual wheelchair. Staff reports that the patient is compliant with care he feeds himself as I observed in the dining room and the patient spends a lot of time in his room watching television. When there is an activity that he likes he will then come out into the activity area.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced Alzheimer’s disease, BPSD in the form of aggression and hallucinations, which have been medically managed and decreased, depression, pain management, and insomnia.

MEDICATIONS: Torsemide 40 mg q.d., KCl 20 mEq q.d., Tylenol ES 500 mg one tablet t.i.d., Depakote sprinkles 125 mg two capsules b.i.d., and Zyprexa 5 mg h.s.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Well developed and nourished gentleman seated upright in his manual wheelchair at the head of the table having dinner. He was quiet and appeared to be in good spirits.

NEURO: When I spoke to the patient about his labs he made eye contact he only gave a yes or no a couple of times when I asked if he understood what I was referencing and he actually had put down his fork so that he could listen instead of eating while I was talking to him and I encouraged him to eat while his food was warm.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: The patient has good neck and truncal stability as he seated in his wheelchair. Moves his arms in a normal range of motion. He has good grip straight for utensils and cup. The patient is weightbearing for transfer assist. He has bilateral lower extremity at +2 and his lower legs are firm to touch.
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SKIN: Dry but intact. No bruising or breakdown noted. He is able to reposition himself.

CARDIAC: He has regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Soft and bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

PSYCHIATRIC: The patient is quiet. He will respond if spoken to with very brief answers. He is compliant with care. At times he has been resistant to showering and I have had to talk to him about that and the reason why it is important and he has been a little more cooperative.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Bilateral lower extremity edema. The patient continues on torsemide and KCl. His legs are now free of edema. Shinbone easily visible and then palpable and I commented the patient that his legs look much improved and he was glad to hear that. Skin intact lower extremities, the skin is dry recovering from the tightness that it had experienced, but he has lotion placed by the aids post bathing him.

2. CMP review. All values WNL. No intervention required.

3. CBC review. Hemoglobin slightly low at 13.14, but MCV and MCH WNL as are other values.
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
