CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 76-year-old gentleman who was sitting in the dining room awaiting his meal. He would intermittently just yell out loud as he does not like just sitting and thinks that people are going to wait on him the louder he is. Finally food was brought to him. The patient fed himself and was quiet thereafter. It was after dinner when the residents were out on the back patio enjoying the weather that I was able to approach him and told him that he had labs that were done and only some of the results came back and I showed him the lab sheets that show different sheet that said all rejected as the patient had not been cooperative and was fussy. They were able to get a CMP and so I reviewed that with him essentially telling him that things were nice and normal and he liked hearing that. The patient continues to be followed by Anthem Hospice. He has wounds on his feet that they are tending and they are actually near healed.

DIAGNOSES: Severe vascular dementia, BPSD in the form of yelling out and care assistance, peripheral vascular disease, DM II, CKD stage III and bilateral foot and lower leg wounds that are receiving ongoing wound care.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 08/29.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Older male a bit disheveled appearance sitting in his manual wheelchair and feeding himself.

NEURO: His orientation is to self. He is verbal, fixates him when he is going home when he can walk. I reassured him that his wounds are being healed and at some point he would be able to weight bear but it is not now and then just reminding him that he is home that this is where he lives. The patient was not cooperative with remainder of exam he became fussy so I just left the exam at that.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. CMP review. T-protein WNL at 6.7, ALB is 3.1, 4/10 of a point lower than normal. The patient’s PO intake varies based on his mood and family that have accepted responsibility as a POA is his nephew who is a young man and does not live locally so not able to get protein drinks for him. I have just encouraged the patient to eat as much as he can at mealtime. Calcium was 7.9 so I am ordering calcium carbonate 750 mg one tablet p.o. b.i.d.

2. General care. CBC and A1c were not able to be measured due to the patient’s lack of cooperation.
