CC: Lab review.

HPI: An 83-year-old gentleman whose labs are drawn and reviewed with him, he was interested to know. The patient is actually more qualify for AL but got a room and MC as due to the level of care that he needs.

DIAGNOSES: Parkinson’s disease and Parkinson’s related dementia, insomnia, dysphagia, anxiety disorder, depression, HTN, peripheral neuropathy, GERD, incontinence of bowel and bladder.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular with soft food.

CODE STATUS: The patient has an advanced directive indicating no heroic measures.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from most recent note.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert and ambulating with his walker for exercise as he throughout the AL as he normally does.

NEURO: He is alert and oriented x2. His speech is clear and coherent. He just has to reference for the date. He is pleasant. Affect is animated. He can voice his needs and he understands basic information.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Macrocytosis. H&H are WNL at 41.4 and then slightly low hemoglobin of 12.4. MCV is elevated at 105 and MCH WNL at 31.2. I told the patient’s B-complex vitamin may help correct that and he is interested in doing so. Platelet count is 149 just barely low, no intervention required. His CMP, serum creatinine is elevated at 1.26 with a compromised GFR at 52.40. There is no comment that he has had previously renal issues, but that can be assessed by the hospice physician who prescribed medications for him.

2. Labs were reviewed with the patient and the patient is followed by hospice and we will find out which one they are and they can prescribe the B-complex vitamin.
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
