This is a 74-year-old gentleman who is being evaluated for face-to-face hospice. This will be shared with the hospice medical director. The patient’s benefit period is from 08/21/2025 to 10/19/2025.
Mr. Duron is on hospice with diagnosis of atherosclerotic heart disease with coronary artery with unstable angina. The patient has orthopnea, has PND, he is sleeping on two to three pillows. He is alert x 2 to 3. He gets fatigued quite easily. He has diminished appetite consistent with cardiac cachexia with a drop in his MAC from 32 cm to 28 cm. He also has dropped his PPS from 50% on admission to 40% at this time. He has continuous edema. The patient has difficulty with shortness of breath with exertion. His O2 sat today is at 94% on room air. He has bowel and bladder incontinence which he did not have at the time of admission. He has increased debility, decreased ability to walk with increased shortness of breath. Also, because of his weakness, he is not able to handle hard food to swallow. Given the above-mentioned findings and natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. He also has a history of hypertension which is controlled with medication at this time.
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
