Mr. Smith is seen today for face-to-face evaluation for the period of 08/20/2025 to 10/18/2025. The results of this face-to-face will be shared with the medical director.
The patient is a 68-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with atherosclerotic heart disease of native coronaries. He also has a history of essential hypertension. His vitals are stable. His O2 sat is at 94% on room air with a blood pressure of 140/82. The patient has a PPS of 40%. It is important to note that his previous MAC was at 34 cm. His weight loss is most likely related to his cardiac cachexia. The patient has overall debility and weakness. He is staying in bed now 8 to 12 hours per day. He has bouts of shortness of breath with activity. He has bowel and bladder incontinence. He also has 2+ bilateral edema which gets worse as the day progresses, shortness of breath with minimal exertion, decreased appetite as I mentioned, fatigue, weakness, debility, and increased sleep all consistent with his hospice diagnosis of atherosclerotic heart disease of native coronary arteries. The patient continues to show decline in his condition related to his hospice diagnosis.
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
