This is a 71-year-old gentleman who is currently on hospice with history of severe protein-calorie malnutrition, history of shortness of breath, chronic pain and urinary retention. He eats very little. His appetite is definitely diminished. His MAC is at 24 cm left side. His O2 sats only 90% on room with O2 available. Blood pressure 110/60. Pulse is 92. The patient does require pain medication from time to time. He has total ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence. His PPS is at 30% currently given his mental status, he has become very forgetful with decreased mentation, weakness, debility, sleeping 8-12 hours a day with a child-like appetite. He also has some wheezes on exam most likely related to aspiration. He wears adult diaper because of bowel and bladder incontinence as was mentioned. The patient with decreased functional mobility. His shortness of breath definitely gets worse with exertion. He also has evidence of protein-calorie malnutrition. Overall prognosis remains poor given the natural progression of his disease. Review of the records indicates that he has had 1 cm drop in his MAC from 25 to 24 cm at the time of evaluation.
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
