Dear Dr. Ruth:

This is a followup for Mr. Luoma who has chronic kidney disease after an acute renal injury from dissection of the aortic arch.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Last visit in May.  Blood pressure runs in the low side.  Medications were adjusted since the event memory issues that have not allowed him to continue working.  Now he is unemployed.  They believe might represent enlarging left-sided temporal meningioma with mass effect for what surgery will be done soon.
Review of Systems:  Otherwise review of system appears to be negative.  We will need cardiology clearance before procedure.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Lower dose of Coreg and remains on Entresto and Farxiga.
Physical Examination:  Weight is 247 and blood pressure 92/58 on the left-sided.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites or tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.  Very pleasant.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Chemistries September, creatinine 1.16, which is baseline and GFR will be better than 60.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Bicarbonate in the upper side.  Normal albumin and calcium.  Normal liver testing.  Normal phosphorus.  No gross anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  Acute kidney injury with prior dialysis at the time of aortic thoracoabdominal dissection, status post repair.  There was cortical necrosis of the left kidney. The left renal artery coming from the false lumen.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  There is no urinary retention or hydronephrosis.  From the renal standpoint, there is no contraindication for meningioma surgery, prior low ejection fraction but that was at the time of events this might already be improved.  Cardiology needs to make a decision if he really needs to be still on Entresto, Farxiga and others.  All issues discussed with the patient and wife.  Plan to see him back in a year.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
