CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with decreased responsiveness and slight congestion and cough for the past day.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: History of delayed development with duplication of chromosome 4 per Texas Children’s with assisted feeding after birth with feeding tube for one week, with poor nursing, started on Formula early, continued slow development,. receiving occupational and physical therapy for the past six months. Mother states she also had pneumonia two weeks ago without hospitalization, treated in Kingwood, referred from freestanding ER in Cleveland.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient appears to be in mild distress, slightly lethargic. Mother states she is like that all the time. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: No definite erythema. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi without wheezing or rales. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Without definite tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Delayed responsiveness, with slight lethargic appearance, with delayed muscular development. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection, possible pneumonia, without definite respiratory distress, history of chromosomal defect with delayed development, with history of pneumonia several months ago.
PLAN: Because of appearance and lethargy and preexisting retarded development, parents were advised to take the child to Texas Children’s Hospital for further evaluation including chest x-ray and IV fluids as warranted, further evaluation in view of preexisting status of child. Parents agreed to take the child to Texas Children’s Emergency Room today as soon as possible.
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
