HISTORY: This is a 54-year-old young lady here with tooth pain. The patient states that she recently had extensive dental work, which includes implants and extraction, was given pain medication, but no antibiotics. She states she will take the pain medication, pain will go away for a short while and it comes back. She stated that she looked in her mouth and thinks she has an infection.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Pulse is 91.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 97.2.

ORAL EXAM: Gingival edema and erythema. Tender to palpation. No fluctuance. No abscess present. No bleeding or discharge.

She has full range of motion of her TMJ with mild discomfort.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs. No tender nodes. No mass present. No evidence of lesions that is consistent with Ludwig angina.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEURO: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Dental infection.
2. Gingivitis.
3. Tooth pain.
PLAN: In the clinic today, the patient was offered IM antibiotics and IM pain medication she declined. She states she has a strong pain medication at home which she will take. She stated “all I need is some antibiotics”. She was given opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none.
The patient was discharged with:
1. Amoxicillin 875 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #20.
2. Diflucan 150 mg one p.o. daily x1 #1.
She was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none.
