HISTORY: This is a 61-year-old gentleman here for followup.

Mr. Schmitz was seen here on 09/29.2025 for right otitis media and right ear pain, was treated with antibiotics, is here for followup. The patient stated that he is doing much better and the medication is working.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Blood pressure is 152/84.

Pulse is 73.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.1.

HEENT: Normal. Ears: Negative tragal tug. No mastoid tenderness. Decreased erythema in the external ear canal and the tympanic membrane. No fluid is present.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Otitis media (much improved).

2. Otitis externa (better).
3. Ear pain (improved).
PLAN: The patient was advised to continue antibiotics and pain medication, to come back to the clinic if worse or go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed. He requested a day off from work today, he was given an excuse to be away from work today, to return tomorrow.
