Dear Sirs at Saginaw VA:

This is a followup for Mr. Moore with chronic kidney disease, prior history of ANCA positive vasculitis and hypertension.  Last visit in June.  Chronic dyspnea and fatigue.  Stable weight and appetite.  No gastrointestinal urinary symptoms.  No bleeding.  Denies smoking.  No use of oxygen.  Denies orthopnea, PND, lightheadedness or syncope.
Review of Systems:  Done being negative.
Medications:  Notice the prophylaxis Bactrim that he takes, only blood pressure Norvasc.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 158/80 on the left-sided, at home in the 130s/70s.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No pleural effusion or rales.  No arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites or tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries September, no anemia.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Present GFR 41 stable.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No need to treat for anemia.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No bicarbonate replacement.  No phosphorus binders.  Blood pressure in the office higher than at home.  His machine needs to be checked.  Everything is stable.  Come back in six months.  He goes to Florida for the winter.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
